Research shows that children placed with relatives,
rather than foster care, experience better outcomes,
including improved behavioral health, increased
stability, and higher levels of permanency. The
program’s success is clear: of the 462 children served,
only 4 required placement in a group home or shelter,
highlighting its effectiveness.

Child Advocacy

Voices For Children prioritizes advocacy through dedicated experts who work to ensure
children do not languish in the system and that permanency is achieved as quickly and
safely as possible.

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Our Focus

KINDship Care

Voices For Children is committed to keeping children in safe, familiar, and loving
homes whenever possible. Through our KINDship Care initiative, we provide immediate
support to relatives, close family friends, and neighbors who step forward to care for
children entering the foster care system. These caregivers often take in children with
little notice, and the first 30–90 days are the most vulnerable. Voices steps in early with
critical assistance such as housing support, furniture, clothing, food, hygiene items,
school supplies, and direct financial help while caregivers await stipends, if eligible.

In addition to meeting urgent needs, we help caregivers navigate complex systems,
connect to community resources, and advocate for the services families need to remain
stable. These investments prevent unnecessary placement in group or non-relative
foster care, reduce trauma, and help keep siblings together. Children in kinship care
experience better outcomes, including fewer placement disruptions, stronger family
connections, improved behavioral health, and a greater sense of belonging.

Our support also helps remove the final financial barriers to reunification once parents
complete court-mandated services — covering essentials like rent, utilities, or
furnishings so children can return home safely, quickly, and with stability. By
strengthening families and prioritizing relative placements, Voices For Children not
only promotes long-term well-being for children, but also significantly reduces costs to
the child welfare system while delivering more stable, compassionate care.
